	Theme for the Day:

	     The tale of Snow White is thought to have originated during the Middle Ages.  It was first collected and written by the Brothers Grimm in Germany.  The German version of the tale includes seven dwarfs and a mirror.  Similar tales from other parts of the world maintain differences like robbers instead of dwarfs, the sun or moon instead of a mirror, and a mother instead of a stepmother.   Today children adore the tale of Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs.

	Early Morning Explorations:
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Supplies:  Colored Knobless Cylinders
     For all children – Children will begin to develop the ability to discriminate size according to width and height using the Colored Knobless Cylinders.  Children can use one color to work with lining the cylinders up from largest to smallest.  Two or more colored cylinder sets can be used together.  The children will be able to make visual and tactile comparisons between the two sets of cylinders.
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     Nature’s Creatures

Supplies:  Anatomy Puzzles
     For all children –  In the story Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs, Snow White is assisted by small creatures from the forest.  They take her to the dwarfs’ cottage.  The children can learn about some of nature’s other creatures using the Anatomy Puzzles.  Children can play with the puzzles as well as trace the pieces to create a booklet or a puzzle of their own.

	Food for Thought:
	Exploring Grace and Courtesy:

	Supplies:  red apples
     The following questions should be used to stimulate discussion with the children while they are having their snack.

     What is a fairytale?
     Who is Snow White?
	     Begin teaching the children how to interrupt an adult when he/she is speaking to someone.  Show the children how to gently place one hand on the arm of the speaking adult.  The child should wait until the adult turns to them to ask their question.  The adult should acknowledge the child as quickly as possible.

	Yoga:

	     Corkscrew Pose Sit upright on your mat with both legs outstretched.  Bend your right leg and place your foot on the mat on the outside of your left knee.  Inhale; lift up your spine and begin to twist toward your right leg, placing your right hand on the floor behind you.  Exhale; hook your upper arm on the outside of your right knee and use it as lever to move deeper into the twist.  With your shoulders relaxed, twist up from the base of your spine, turning your hips, waist, chest, and shoulders.  Now turn your head to look over your right shoulder.  Hold briefly, then inhale, and turn back to center.  Repeat the twist on the other side to balance the stretch, hooking your arm on the outside of your left knee.

	Reading Adventure:  

	Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs ISBN 0736413170 Random House Books     
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	Imagination Station Addition:
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    The Folding Castle Play Set will make an excellent addition to the Tree of Knowledge.  The children have learned about castles and castle life.  They know about the different jobs and tasks that people fulfilled within the castle walls.  The children will love to use this knowledge as they play with the Castle Play Set.

	Morning Primary Exploration:

	    What Does Your Name Start With?
Supplies:  Uppercase Sandpaper Letters
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     For all children – Review the letters of the alphabet with the children.  Remind the children that these are capital letters.  Talk about what kind of words start with capital letters.  Names are the first thing children will associate with capital letters.  Have the children identify the beginning sound of each of the dwarfs’ names one at a time.  After they have identified the sound, have the children find the appropriate letter in the box of Uppercase Sandpaper Letters.  Do this with as many names as the children can think of.  Help the children distinguish between words that should start with a capital and those that should not.

	Morning Art Exploration:

	    The Colors of Snow White
Supplies: washable tempera paint in black and red, painting paper, paintbrushes, smocks, 

     For all children – The children will create an abstract painting of Snow White by following the directions given by the teacher.  The teacher should be seated with the children.  Each child should have painting paper and be able to reach the paint and paintbrushes easily.  When the children are all ready have them pick up a brush and paint the shapes that you call out.  Begin calling out the names of the shapes that are needed to draw Snow White’s face.  One large oval, two small circles, two curves or arcs, etc.  The children can switch colors when they want.  They can decide how large is large and small is small.  Just supply the children with the name of the shapes to paint.  The shapes will be placed somewhat randomly by the children.  When the children are finished painting, ask them if they can see Snow White in their painting.  Point out that the two small circles could be eyes, etc.    

	Morning Outdoor Adventure:
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   Off to Work We Go
     For all children – Sing the dwarf’s favorite song, Heigh-ho heigh-ho it’s off to work we go, with the children.  Most of them will be familiar with the song.  The children can sing as they go off to do their work on the playground.
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	Afternoon Primary Exploration:

	      Snake Game
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Supplies:  Addition Snake Game
     For all children – Introduce the children to the Addition Snake Game:  Search for Ten.  Younger children can begin by counting the beads on the different colored bead bars.  Help the children to realize that each group of colored bead bars have the same number of beads.  Younger children can also work to put the black and white bead bars in graded order.  This activity is similar to what they have done with the Red Rods and Small Numerical Rods.  Preschool children can begin playing the Search for Ten Game.  Lay out a series of colored bead bars like a snake.  Make sure that the bead bars add up evenly to groups of ten.  Have the children begin counting the bead bars with you.  When the children reach ten, place a golden bead bar next to the colored beads that were just counted.  Continue counting the other beads.  Start with a short snake and work up to longer ones.  Soon the children will begin recognizing the colored bead combinations that add up to a golden bead bar.  You can lay out a snake for each child or you can work together as a group.

	Afternoon Secondary Exploration:

	     Story Time
Supplies:  Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs ISBN 0736413170 Random House Books     
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     For all children – Have the children get comfortable at a table or on a rug.  Begin reading the tale of Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs to the children.  Many of the older children will be familiar with the story.  As you read the story make sure to show the children the book’s illustrations.  Also as you are reading ask the children open ended questions.  Have the children tell you what they think will happen next in the story.  Ask the children how a particular character might feel at a certain point in the story.  These open ended questions will keep the children, even those familiar with the story, interested.

	Afternoon Outdoor Exploration:

	     Time to Tidy Up
Supplies:  trash bags, rubber gloves
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     For all children – When Snow White found the dwarfs’ cottage, she remarked on how messy it was.  Snow White decided to clean up the cottage so maybe the dwarfs would let her stay.  Have the children clean up the playground or a nearby park.  Remind the children that it is our responsibility to help keep our world clean and tidy.  The children can pick up paper and trash as well as putting toys away.
