	Theme for the Day:

	     The story of Pinocchio was not originally intended to be a story or fairytale for children.  The original author Carlo Collodi wrote the story as a series intended for adults.  However, his editor requested that he change the ending to make it more suitable for children.  Pinocchio is now considered a children’s classic that teaches children about the consequences of lying.  

	Early Morning Explorations:

	     A Whale of a Tale
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     For all children – Children can work on their small motor skills while playing with the Hammering Whale.  As one ball is hammered down, another will come up to be hammered.  Younger children especially will enjoy this activity.

Supplies: Small Wooden Blocks 
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     For all children – The children will enjoy playing and building with the Small Wooden Blocks.  The children can demonstrate their fine motor skills as they build castles and other constructions.

	Exploring Grace and Courtesy:

	Supplies:  fruit and cheese
     The following questions should be used to stimulate discussion with the children while they are having their snack.

     What can we learn from Pinocchio?
     What happens when we tell a lie?
	     Begin teaching the children how to interrupt an adult when he/she is speaking to someone.  Show the children how to gently place one hand on the arm of the speaking adult.  The child should wait until the adult turns to them to ask their question.  The adult should acknowledge the child as quickly as possible.

	Yoga:

	     Corkscrew Pose Sit upright on your mat with both legs outstretched.  Bend your right leg and place your foot on the mat on the outside of your left knee.  Inhale; lift up your spine and begin to twist toward your right leg, placing your right hand on the floor behind you.  Exhale; hook your upper arm on the outside of your right knee and use it as lever to move deeper into the twist.  With your shoulders relaxed, twist up from the base of your spine, turning your hips, waist, chest, and shoulders.  Now turn your head to look over your right shoulder.  Hold briefly, then inhale, and turn back to center.  Repeat the twist on the other side to balance the stretch, hooking your arm on the outside of your left knee.

     Learning Like Pinocchio
Supplies:  Walt Disney’s Treasury 21 Best-Loved Stories Golden Press Inc, Uppercase Sandpaper Letters
     For all children – Begin reading the story Pinocchio to the children.  Show the pictures to the children and ask them questions to keep them involved.  When you come to a stopping point in the story, ask the children how they think the story will end.  
     Now review the Uppercase Sandpaper Letters with the children.  Show the children groups of three letters at a time.  Begin by telling the children the names of the letters.  Then have the children repeat the names with you as you point at the appropriate letter.  Ask the children to show you a particular letter in the group.  When the children can do this, you can point to a letter and ask the children to identify the letter.  Remind the children that uppercase letters are for special words like names.  What words in the story Pinocchio should begin with an uppercase letter?

	Morning Art Exploration:

	     Geppeto’s Workshop
Supplies:  painting paper, washable tempera paint, paintbrushes, smocks, paint cups

     For all children – Geppeto, from the story of Pinocchio, was a toy maker.  He made Pinocchio who started as a marionette or a puppet.  He made and fixed all sorts of toys from dolls to toy soldiers.  Have the children imagine that they are toy makers.  They can make any kind of toy that they want.  Have the children paint a picture of this toy.  Their toy could be an original design or something they really like.  Encourage the children to use lots of detail.  They should think of their painting as a blueprint for their toy.  Their painting should tell everything someone would need to know to build their toy.  When the children are finished have them think of a name for their toy.  Help the children to write the name of the toy on their paper.  Set the paintings aside to dry.

	Morning Outdoor Adventure:

	     Band and Parade at Pleasure Island
Supplies:  musical instruments

     For all children – Give each of the children a musical instrument to play.  The children can line up and have their own musical parade like the ones Pinocchio saw at Pleasure Island.
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	Afternoon Primary Exploration:
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    Making Magic

Supplies:  Deluxe Magic Set
     For all children – Children will love to learn how to perform some of the magic tricks they have seen on television done by professional magicians.  See if anyone remembers how to perform tricks like multiplying coins and the magic change bag.  Follow the directions and secret instructions that come with the Deluxe Magic Set to teach the children how to perform these and other magic tricks.  Ask the children about the magical parts of Pinocchio?



	Afternoon Secondary Exploration:

	     Go Fish

Supplies:  several sets of Go Fish cards
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     For all children – Have the children break into small groups to play Go Fish.  It is a simple card game, but will teach the children about strategy while reviewing numbers and letters with them.  Have the Go Fish winner from each group play each other to find the Go Fish champion of the day.
