	Theme for the Day:

	     Robin Hood is an English folk hero.  He is a good and pious outlaw fighting injustice in his land of Nottinghamshire.  His story has changed almost every time it has been told.  It seems that Robin Hood takes on different values and characteristics with each year of his story being retold.  The contemporary version told to children today emphasizes the caring and fairness of Robin Hood’s character as he steals from the rich and unjust to take care of the poor and needy.

	Early Morning Explorations:

	     Biggest to Smallest

Supplies:  Colored Knobless Cylinders
[image: image1.png]     For all children – Children will begin to develop the ability to discriminate size according to width and height using the Colored Knobless Cylinders.  Children can use one color to work with lining the cylinders up from largest to smallest.  Two or more colored cylinder sets can be used together.  The children will be able to make visual and tactile comparisons between the two sets of cylinders.

     Simple Constructions

Supplies: Small Wooden Blocks 
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     For all children – The children will enjoy playing and building with the Small Wooden Blocks.  The children can demonstrate their fine motor skills as they build castles and other constructions.

	Food for Thought:
	Exploring Grace and Courtesy:

	Supplies:  cheese and bread
     The following questions should be used to stimulate discussion with the children while they are having their snack.

     What is a folk hero?
     What are some nice things Robin Hood did?
	     Begin teaching the children how to interrupt an adult when he/she is speaking to someone.  Show the children how to gently place one hand on the arm of the speaking adult.  The child should wait until the adult turns to them to ask their question.  The adult should acknowledge the child as quickly as possible.

	Yoga:

	     Corkscrew Pose Sit upright on your mat with both legs outstretched.  Bend your right leg and place your foot on the mat on the outside of your left knee.  Inhale; lift up your spine and begin to twist toward your right leg, placing your right hand on the floor behind you.  Exhale; hook your upper arm on the outside of your right knee and use it as lever to move deeper into the twist.  With your shoulders relaxed, twist up from the base of your spine, turning your hips, waist, chest, and shoulders.  Now turn your head to look over your right shoulder.  Hold briefly, then inhale, and turn back to center.  Repeat the twist on the other side to balance the stretch, hooking your arm on the outside of your left knee.

	Reading Adventure:

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	Imagination Station Addition:

	     Add a Robin Hood costume to the costume collection on Broadway.  The children will love to dress up like Robin Hood as they steal bags of coins from the Sheriff.

	Morning Primary Exploration:

	     Read Me a Story
Supplies:  Robin Hood ISBN 0789414902 DK Publishing 
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     For all children – Have the children gather round and get comfortable on a rug or at a table.  Begin reading the story of Robin Hood to the children.  Make sure to use as much emotion as you can while you are reading.  This will help the children stay interested in the story.  Ask the children open ended questions as you are reading.  This will help the children stay focused on the story and to stimulate more abstract thinking.  Ask the children what they think will happen next in the story.  Really listen to the answers that the children give.  Encourage the other children to be respectful by listening also.  This will ensure that the children feel that their statements and answers are valued and keep them participating in discussions.

	Morning Art Exploration:

	     Making Puppets
Supplies:  tube socks, knitting needles, yarn in several different colors, markers, felt or other fabric scraps in different colors

     For all children – The children can each create a puppet to represent one of the characters in the story Robin Hood.  Review with the children who the main characters in the story are.  Robin Hood, Little John, the Sheriff, and the Merry men are all important characters to the story.  The children can each choose a character to create.  Encourage the children to choose characters other than only Robin Hood.  Explain to them that we will need a puppet for all the characters in order to put on the play later in the afternoon.  The children should each receive a tube sock to function as the beginning of their puppet.  Children can be as creative as they would like.  They can sew on facial features using knitting needles and yarn.  These features could also be drawn on using markers.  Hair can be created using yarn also.  Clothing and hats can be constructed with felt and other scraps of fabric.  Let the children be creative.  Help them to think of ways to create the features they feel their puppet needs.  

	Morning Outdoor Adventure:

	    Deep in Sherwood Forest
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For all children – Have the children pretend they are all hidden deep in Sherwood Forest.  They are trying to track an animal.  The children can search the ground for tracks left by animals in the night.  Have the children follow any tracks they find.  Where do the tracks lead?  Where did the animal enter the playground?  What kind of animal left that track?
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	Afternoon Primary Exploration:

	   Counting the Sheriff’s Coins
Supplies:  play money set, small bags
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     For all children – Help the children to identify the different money that we use today.  Help them to distinguish between the different amounts represented by the coins and bills we use.  Make a small bag of coins for each child.  Put the bags of coins at the Sheriff’s feet (Choose a teacher or student to be the Sheriff).  Remind the children of how Robin would steal money from the Sheriff to feed the poor.  As the children pretend to be Robin Hood, each of them should steal one of the Sheriff’s bags of money.  The children may want to work together to distract the sheriff while the other children take the bags.  Let the children be creative in their attempts to steal the bags of money.  The Sheriff should play along making it a little difficult, but making sure the children have a chance to get their bag successfully.  Now help the children to identify and count the coins in their bag.  How much money does their bag hold?  What do they think they can buy with that money?  Is it enough to feed the poor?


	Afternoon Secondary Exploration:

	    Calling all Puppeteers
Supplies: puppets created in Morning Art Exploration, puppet theatre
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     For all children – Have the children take turns putting on a play based on the story of Robin Hood.  The children can use the puppets they created in the Morning Art Exploration.  The children can make props or backgrounds as they see fit.  Split the children into groups and give each group a different portion of the story to tell.  The children within each group should work together to develop their portion of the play.  When the children are prepared, they can take turns behind the puppet theatre telling the story of Robin Hood.  


	Afternoon Outdoor Exploration:

	    Leave a Note for Robin
Supplies:  sidewalk chalk

     For all children – Let the children draw pictures and write letters to Robin Hood on the playground’s sidewalks.  The children can practice their handwriting skills and tell Robin which way the Sheriff went.
