	Theme for the Day:

	     The Stone Age is a broad expanse of our history before a written language had been developed characterized by humans using stone tools.  Another important characteristic of the Stone Age was the spread of mankind across the globe.  

	Early Morning Secondary Explorations:

	     Pre-Writing Skills Practice

Supplies:  Sandpaper Letters, pre-made pages with each child’s name, address and phone number, paper, pencils

     The younger children can practice their pre-writing skills using the Sandpaper Letters.  They can trace the letters in their name.  The preschool and school age children can practice writing their name, address, and phone number using pre-made sheets as guides.

     Puzzle Maps

Supplies:  Puzzle Map of the World, Puzzle Map of Europe

     The younger children will enjoy putting together the world while the older children put together Europe.

	Food for Thought:

	     The following questions should be used to stimulate discussion with the children while they are having their snack.

What is a stone?
What is the Stone Age?

What is a tool?


	     “T” is for Tomato
Supplies: grape or cherry tomatoes, dip



	Yoga:

	     Chasing Away The Clouds Meditation – Imagine a huge blue sky in front, behind, above, and below you.  Remember that this place is always peaceful and because it is inside you, you can return to it at any time.  Picture any negative feelings as clouds passing across your sky.  Sit quietly and look at these clouds for a while – observe their shapes, colors, and textures.  Perhaps they have shapes or faces in them.  Remember that, no matter how big and dark the clouds that pass across it, the sky is never damaged.  We can’t be hurt by feelings either.  When you feel ready to let your thought clouds go and say goodbye.  Imagine the clouds disappearing each time you breathe out.  Your sky becomes sunny, bright, and blue again.  You feel well, happy and free of negative emotions.

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	Imagination Station Addition:

	     Place the book Keep Me Busy: Let’s Go Shopping in the Grocery Story.  The children will be reminded how different life today is from life in the Stone Age.

	Morning Primary Exploration:

	     “T” is for Tool
Supplies:  Sandpaper Letters, Moveable Alphabet, pencil and paper
     For younger children – Introduce the children to the letter “T” using the Sandpaper Letters.  Give each child the opportunity to trace the letter with their fingers.  As the children trace the letter, say different words that start with the letter “T.”
     For preschool children – Have the children write as many words as they can think of that start with the letter “T.”  The children can use the letters in the Moveable Alphabet to spell out the words.  If the children would like to write the words they make with the alphabet, give them paper and pencil.  The children may also want to illustrate the words they write.

	Morning Art Exploration:

	     Prehistoric Art – Weaving

     Weaving began in the Stone Age.  Humans wove natural fibers like dried grass or reeds to make baskets.  Baskets could be used to carry and store many different things.  Later, man took the fibers of the flax plant and wove them together to make linen fabric.  We still use these same weaving techniques today for making baskets, rugs, tapestries, and fabrics.
Supplies:  12” x 18” colored construction paper (one sheet per child), 12” long strips of paper cut in various widths, ruler, pencil, smocks
     For all children – Ahead of time, before the art exploration, take each piece of construction paper and measure a 2” border on two opposite sides of the paper.  Fold the paper in half so that you can see the lines you made.  Measure and cut ½ inch lines from the fold to the pencil marks.  
     Give each child a piece of construction paper.  This paper is like a loom to weave on.  Now give each child a strip of paper.  Show the children how to begin weaving the paper strip into the loom by going under 1 and then over 1.  Continue this pattern for the whole strip.  The next strip of paper will be woven in the opposite pattern starting over 1 and then under 1.  Have the children repeat this until the paper loom has been filled with strips.  When the loom is full glue the ends of the strips to the loom on both sides.

	Outdoor Adventure:

	     Hunting and Gathering

Supplies:  pretend play food

     For all children - Begin by gathering all the children together.  Briefly talk to the children about how humans found their food during the Stone Age.  Humans were primarily hunters and gatherers at this time.  Humans had to go out into nature and find their meals.  Let the children imagine what it would be like to forage for food this way.  Have a teacher hide the pretend play food from Nana’s Kitchen on the playground.  Ask the children to go find the food and bring it back.  Talk to the children about how the humans would share the food that they found with one another.
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	Morning Outdoor Exploration:

	     Rock Hunt
     For all children – Send the children on a hunt for rocks on the playground.  Have the children bring the rocks they find to show you.  You can collect them in a small basket or container for a sorting activity later.  

	Afternoon Primary Exploration:

	     What time is it?
Supplies:  Wooden Shape Sorting Clock, clock stamp, ink pad, paper and pencils

     For younger children – Begin introducing the concept of time and clocks to the children using the Wooden Shape Sorting Clock.  Point out the other clocks in the classroom and the building as the day goes on.  Help the children to recognize the numbers on the clock.  Tell the children the time as the day progresses.

     For preschool children – Using the Wooden Shape Sorting Clock, introduce the concepts of time and clocks with the children.  Explain the basics of reading a clock to the children.  Make sure they can identify the hour and minute hands.  Help them figure out what time it is.  As the day progresses, point out the time and clocks as the day progresses.  Have the children practice figuring out how many minutes the numbers stand for.

     For school age children – Use the Wooden Shape Sorting Clock to review the concepts of time with the children.  Remind the children about how the numbers around the clocks are both hours and minutes.  Review which hand is which on a clock.  The children can then use the clock stamp and ink pad to stamp a few clocks of their own.  Have the children fill in the hour and minute hands on the clock.  The children can trade papers and figure out what time it is.  Have the children practice figuring out how many minutes the numbers stand for.

	Afternoon Secondary Exploration:

	     New Shelters
Supplies:  a tent or teepee of some kind

     For all children – Set up a tent or teepee on the playground for the children to play in.  The children can imagine what life would be like if they lived in this type of shelter instead of their homes.  

	Afternoon Outdoor Exploration:

	     Skip Counting by Fives

Supplies:  play money nickels, pennies, ones and fives

     For all children – Introduce the children to money using the denominations of one and five.  Explain to the children that a nickel is equal to five pennies.  Have the children practice their skip counting as they count their money.  Help the children skip count by fives up to twenty, fifty, and a hundred.
